Hammond and Scull draw on
such contemporary sources as school records, war service files, biographies,
correspondence, the letters of his close friend C. S. Lewis, and the diaries of W. H. Lewis
in order to present Tolkien in all his aspects: the distinguished scholar of Old and Middle
English, the capable teacher and administrator, the devoted husband and father, and the
brilliant creator of Middle-earth.

Christina Scull is the former librarian of Sir John Soane's Museum in London and the
editor of the magazine The Tolkien Collector. Wayne G. Hammond is the assistant
librarian of the Chapin Library of Rare Books at Williams College and the author of
standard bibliographies of J.R.R. Tolkien and Arthur Ransome. Together Hammond and
Scull have written J.R.R. Tolkien: Artist and lllustrator, compiled the new, expanded index
to Tolkien's published letters, and edited Tolkien's Roverandom and the fiftieth-
anniversary editions of Farmer Giles of Ham and The Lord of the Rings. Their Lord of the
Rings: A Reader's Companion is a comprehensive examination of the evolution, structure,
and meaning of Tolkien's masterpiece.
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
